Helpful Information

Dogs must have a City of Mauldin license, must be leashed, and are not welcome in city parks
Fireworks are not permitted within Mauldin City limits

Yard waste pick up is not scheduled, so you will see piles of grass or bags of it on the side of our streets
Speeding in the neighborhood is an issue, please slow down and report offenders

Southside Park/Discovery Island is a county recreation complex with water park. Directions from the neighborhood:
Turn right onto Planter’'s Row Dr. Turn right onto Fieldgate. Turn left onto Woodvine Way. Turn left onto Pruitt. Turn
right onto Log Shoals Rd. Go over 185. Turn left onto Baldwin. The park is on your right. (less than 2 miles)

Sunset Park is a city park with walking trail, playground, and soccer and baseball fields. From Ashmore Bridge Rd.,
turn left onto Butler. Turn left onto Fowler Rd. The park is on your left. From the neighborhood, take Bel Arbor Lane to
Park Grove. Turn left at next street (past ‘soccer field’) and continue through the Grove subdivision. Turn right onto
Fowler Rd., wind around until you see the park sign on your right.
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
